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5. The gun can now be cleaned. The forearm should 
be reattached to the barrels for storage.

6. If your gun is TT-15 DLX model, please follow 
the below instructions to remove/install the trigger 
group;

Removing the Trigger Group:
To remove trigger group, push down on the top button then push safety forward over 
the button. This will unlatch the trigger group from the receiver allowing the user to 

the receiver. By doing so could cause damage to the trigger group frame.

Installing the Trigger Group:
   To install trigger group the user must place the front of the trigger group inside of 
the receiver then push the rear portion up until the trigger group clicks into place. 
To ensure trigger group is locked into place the user can use the palm of their hand 
to gently strike the trigger guard upwards.

CAUTION: No further disassembly is needed, unless it is done by persons qualified 
in shotgun repair. Improper functioning and damage to the gun may result otherwise.
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TT-15 ADJUSTABLE RECOIL PAD SYSTEM

How to adjust your TT-15 Adjustable Recoil Pad:

To remove the recoil pad from the stock, insert the Allen Wrench provided with the firearm into
the le� side of the lower plate of the recoil pad. Loosen the screws roughly two turns. Do not
remove screws completely. This will allow you to slide the recoil pad all of the way out of the
stock for greater ease of adjustments.
To lower the recoil pad use the same Allen Wrench and loosen the middle screw. Once this is
done you can lower and raise the recoil pad to the height that is desired. A�er adjustment
�ghten the screw back. Do not over�ghten.

To adjust the Drop at Hell/Drop at Toe on the recoil pad use the same Allen Wrench to loosen
the top and bo�om screws on the bo�om of the recoil plate. Once these are loosened you will
be able to adjust the pitch of the recoil pad to the desired posi�on. By loosening the bo�om
screw and �ghtening the top screw you will be able to adjust for the drop at toe. By �ghtening
the bo�om screw and loosening the top screw you will be able to adjust for the drop at hell.

To change the cant of the  recoil pad use the same Allen Wrench to loosen the screws on the
bo�om of each post. By loosening these screw you can slide the post le� or right. By sliding
the top post to the le� and the bo�om post to the right the cant of the top of the recoil pad
will be to the right. and the bo�om of the recoil pad will be to the le�, offse�ng each other. by
sliding the top post to the right and the bo�om post to the le� the cant of the top of the recoil
pad will be to the le� and the bo�om of the recoil pad will be to the right, offse�ng each
other. By sliding both post to the le� will shi� the recoil pad to the right. By sliding both posts
to the right will shi� the recoil pad to the le�. Once the desired posi�on is found �ghten both
screws on the bo�om of each post. Do not over�ghten.

To adjust the lenght of Pull use the spacers that were included with the firearm. Each spacer
has been engraved for easy indica�on as to how wide they are. Included are two quarter-inch
spacers, two half-inch spacers, and two 1-inch spacers. The spacers can be installed by sliding 
them over the recoil pad posts. This must be done a�er the recoil pad has been removed from
the stock.

To install the recoil pad to the stock, slide each post into the slots on the top of the lower plate.
Once install use the same Allen Wrench to �ghten both screws on the lef side of the lower 
plate. Do not over�ghten.
