
Sweet .350 Legend AO Riflescope Instructions

The Sweet .350 Legend AO was designed using similar technology applied in the sniper trajectory compensation scopes. The 3 eleva-
tion drums included, have increments that are precisely calculated to compensate for the elliptic drop of the most popular .350 Leg-
end bullets. First, select and install the proper drum for the bullet grain weight (150, 170, 180), then zero the scope at 100 yds. Once the 
scope is zeroed, loosen the 3 elevation drum screws and rotate the drum until the 100 yds marking matches the zero marking (vertical 
line under the drum). Once this is done, the screws must be retightened (do not overtighten).
Note: Temperature, altitude, velocity and bullet shape can have an effect on the final results.
